Trigometric Group, MAM Museum and its non profit foundations is fully aware of the cultural heritage and the natural heritage are increasingly threatened with destruction not only by the traditional causes of decay, but also by changing social and economic conditions which aggravate the situation with even more formidable phenomena of damage or destruction. Considering that deterioration or disappearance of any item of the cultural or natural heritage constitutes a harmful impoverishment of the heritage of all the nations of the world. A. Cultural Heritage:
i) Monuments: architectural works, works of monumental sculpture and painting, elements or structures of an archaeological nature, inscriptions, cave dwellings and combinations of features, which are of outstanding universal value from the point of view of history, art of science.

ii) Groups of buildings: groups of separate or connected buildings which, because of their architecture, their homogeneity or their place in the landscape, are of outstanding universal value from the point of view of history, art or science;

iii) Sites: works of man or the combined works of nature and man, and  areas including archaeological sites which are of outstanding universal value from the historical, aesthetic, ethnological or anthropological point of view.

B. Natural Heritage:
i) Natural features consisting of physical and biological formations or groups of such formations, which are of outstanding universal value from the aesthetic or scientific point of view;

ii) Geological and physiographical formations and precisely delineated areas which constitute the habitat of threatened species of animals and plants of outstanding universal value from the point of view of science or conservation;
iii) Natural sites or precisely delineated natural areas of outstanding universal value from the point of the view of history, art or science.
We considering that the interchange  of cultural property among nations for scientific cultural and educational purposes increases the knowledge of civilization of Man, enriches the cultural life of all peoples and inspires mutual respect and appreciation among nations. Cultural property constitutes one of the basic elements of civilization and national culture, and that its true value can be appreciated only in relation to the fullest possible information regarding its origin, history and traditional setting. 
This is incumbent upon every State of  UNESCO  to protect the cultural property existing within its territory against the dangers of theft, pillage and illicit trafficking, importation or exportation,  and illegal trading, or unethical marketing and auctioning, clandestine excavation. Also as cultural institutions, museums, libraries and archives should ensure that their collections and cultural assets are built up in accordance with universally recognized moral principles.
Protection of Movable Cultural Property: noting that the great interest in cultural property now finding expression throughout the world in the creation of numerous museums and similar institutions, the growing number of exhibitions, the constantly increasing flow of visitors to collections, monuments and archaeological sites, and the intensification of cultural exchanges. 
We also considering that the growing desire of the public to know and appreciate the wealth of the cultural heritage, of whatever origin, has nevertheless led to an increase or inadequate protection, the risks inherent in transport, and the recrudescence, in some countries, of clandestine excavation, thefts, illicit traffic and acts of vandalism. 
Considering that movable cultural property representing the different cultures forms part of the common heritage of mankind and that global citizen therefore morally responsible to the international community as a whole for its safeguarding, including the underwater cultural property and sunken treasures , excavation of shipwrecks, and recovery of artifacts legally and archaeologically.
The  illicit trade in art and cultural  artifacts  is a major category of international crime. This includes theft of individual works of art, illegal export of objects protected by international laws, and pillaging of archaeological sites. The criteria for an object to be eligible to be entered into the jurisdiction of Interpol, UNEWCO, World Customs Organizations, NSAF (National Stolen Art File, FBI,MT/TCU Room 5096, 935 Pennsylvania Avenue, N.W Washington DC 20535) are as follow:
A) The object must be of artistic or historical significance; this includes fine arts, decorative arts, antiquities, Asian art, Islamic art, ethnograhic  objects (Native American, African, Aboriginal and Indigenous), archaeological materials, textiles, books and manuscripts, clocks and watches, coins, stamps, banknotes, musical instruments, and scientific instruments.
B) The object must be valued at USD2,000 or more; or less if associated with a major crime. The request must come through a law enforcement agency accompanied by a physical description of the object, a photograph of the object, if available ,and a copy of any police reports or other information relevant to the investigation.,
